FETTERMAN, COLLEAGUES INTRODUCE LEGISLATION  TO CAP CREDIT 
CARD LATE FEES AT $8

(D-WI) introduced the Credit Card Fairness Act, legislation that would put into 
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statute the Consumer Financial Protection Bureau’s popular $8 cap on credit card 
late fees. Read More. 

 
THE SCHOOL ACCESS TO NALOXONE ACT 

This bill would authorize grants that support expanded access to drugs or devices 
to treat opioid overdoses in elementary and secondary schools, ensuring schools 
have trained staff on the premises during operating hours who can administer it. 

 
THE ON-SCENE CARE AND SUPPORT (EMS ROCS) ACT 

This bill would amend the Social Security Act to provide Medicare reimbursement 
for care provided by EMS when no transportation to the hospital is provided. 
Currently Medicare only reimburses for EMS services if patients are transported to 
the hospital via ambulance.

TAXES 
Filing season for 2025 federal tax returns starts on January 26, 2026. It is important for 
taxpayers to get ready now because the One, Big, Beautiful Bill can significantly affect 
federal taxes, credits and deductions. Free tax preparation and assistance are available: 
 

IRS Free File and Fillable Forms. The IRS Free File program will begin accepting 
individual tax returns starting Friday, Jan. 9 for qualified taxpayers. Taxpayers 
comfortable preparing their own taxes can use IRS Free File Fillable Forms 
starting Jan. 26, regardless of income. 
 
MilTax. Military members and some veterans can use the Department of Defense 
program, MilTax, for free return preparation and e-filing software. IRS-certified 
volunteers. 
 
The Volunteer Income Tax Assistance and Tax Counseling for the Elderly 
programs offer no-cost, basic tax preparation to qualified individuals. 

 
THE COMMUNITY LEADERSHIP COURSE FOR VETERANS (CLCV) is a 
nationally recognized program that leverages the skills and experiences of current or 
former military service members for the betterment of Southwestern Pennsylvania.
