Enhanced Cybersecurity for SNAP Act to boost security of electronic SNAP benefit cards
amid a sharp rise in theft by hackers and scammers.

We should be delivering
help to those who need it, and that includes protecting them from criminals,” said
Senator Fetterman. “I'm proud to join my colleagues in reintroducing this bill to
protect our most vulnerable and the food assistance they depend on.”

Ohio River Restoration Program Act

Hourly federal workers at Letterkenny and Tobyhanna Army Depots saw more money in their paychecks at
the end of February. For decades, hourly employees at some federal facilities across the nation, including
Letterkenny and Tobyhanna, have been paid according to different geographic pay scales than their
salaried counterparts, even though they work in the same places. For years, members of Congress
approached this issue with empty gestures that did nothing to move the needle. When Senator Fetterman
got involved almost two and a half years ago, he identified a realistic solution, pressed for action, and made
sure this longstanding pay disparity was fixed. Nearly 2,000 federal workers in Pennsylvania are getting up
to a 12% raise as a result, and in the first year alone, the commonwealth will see an estimated $23 million in
additional wages.
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WHAT'S HAPPENING IN THE COMMONWEALTH?
On danuary 29, the Philadelphia office
volunteered with MANNA, a nonprofit that
provides tailored meals and nutrition
counseling at no cost to individuals with
serious illnesses such as cancer and
HIV/AIDS. Time was spent preparing and
packaging meals alongside MANNA's
chefs. For over 35 years, the organization

has delivered more than 24 million meals
to Pennsylvanians.
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SEPTA UPDATE

On 2/6, a tour of SEPTA's Overbrook
Maintenance Facility provided an
update on federally mandated safety
inspections for the Silverliner IV
Regional Rail cars. As of that date,
inspections and repairs were
completed on more than 195 of 223
railcars, marking significant progress
toward fully restoring Regional Rail
service in southeastern Pennsylvania
following last year's fire-related
disruptions.

Our office assisted Leigh from Allegheny County with the processing
of her federal tax return and the issuance of her refund.

“My husband and I both work long-term full-time jobs for which we receive W-2s each year. We filed
our 2024 tax return in 2025 and, instead of receiving a refund, we waited for over three months, and
the IRS requested additional information. We supplied that information within a day and then heard
nothing for almost three more months. Our refund - which we planned to use for our daughter’s college
tuition deposit - seemed to be completely mired in red tape. It wasn’t until we reached out to Senator
Fetterman’s office and his Constituent Advocate got involved that any progress was made.

“The Constituent Advocate worked with the Taxpayer Advocate Service, and within a month, our
refund was on its way to us - with interest! We were completely unable to shake it loose by ourselves,
and the assistance of Senator Fetterman's office was essential to resolving the situation and ensuring

that we could pay our daughter’s tuition deposit. We are very grateful for their assistance.”
